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GREENALL HIGH SCHOOL SECONDARY PROGRAM  
In order to attain a Grade Twelve standing in Saskatchewan, students must meet certain minimum requirements.  This document is to 
make you aware of those requirements, and also to make you aware of the many elective courses offered at Greenall. Before getting 
into course selection you need to be familiar with terminology used by Saskatchewan Ministry of Education regarding requirements for 
Grade Twelve standing.  The terms are as follows: 
 
Credit : A one-credit course is developed or approved by the Ministry of Education and requires 100 hours of instruction. All classes in 
this document are one-credit classes. 
 
Required Courses : There are certain courses of study all students must take at each grade level. Required courses are 
clarified in this document. 
 
Required Area of Study : Students are required to take certain courses from an area of study, but have some choice 
within an area. Required areas will be clarified in this document, along with the courses of study from which a student 
must choose on the registration form. 
 
Electives : Students must take a certain number of courses, but there may be a great deal of choice as to what those courses might 
be. Courses which are taken simply because the student wishes to take them to meet the minimum number of credits required are 
called electives . 
 
Regular  
For complete Grade 10 standing, candidates must acquire a minimum of eight credits: English Language Arts A 10 and B 10, one of 
Social Studies 10 or History 10 or Native Studies 10, Science 10, Mathematics 10, and three level 10 or higher electives are 
compulsory. 
 
For complete Grade 11 standing, students must acquire a minimum of 16 credits. English Language Arts 20 and Mathematics 20 are 
compulsory. 
 
For complete Grade 12 standing, students must acquire a minimum of 24 credits, five of which must be at the Grade 12 level. English 
Language Arts A 30 and B 30 are compulsory. One of Social Studies 30 or History 30 or Native Studies 30 (Canadian Studies 
requirement) plus one credit from each of the science and social science areas of study at the Grade 11 or 12 level are compulsory. In 
addition, two credits are required from the arts education and practical and applied arts areas and one credit from the health/physical 
education area of study at the 10, 20, or 30 level. 
 
Students require nine elective courses at the secondary level. These courses include at least six at the Grade 11 and 12 level. To fulfill 
elective requirements, students may choose courses from the Required Areas of Study, the practical and applied arts, language 
courses, and locally developed courses. In addition, students may acquire one credit for an out-of-school personal learning initiative 
(special project credit effective September, 1997). 
 
Adult 12 program  - (for a person who is at least 18 years of age and who has been out of school for at least one year or 19 years of 
age) 
 
An adult may obtain a Grade 12 standing without having completed previous grades by completion of a minimum of 7 credits. English 
Language Arts A 30 and B 30, one of Social Studies 30 or History 30 or Native Studies 30 (Canadian Studies requirement), one credit 
from each of the mathematics and science level 20 or 30 areas of study, plus two level 30 elective credits are compulsory. A prior 
learning credit may be used as an elective. 
 
Alternative education program  
This program is designed for students unable to succeed in the regular education program. It is an approved locally-developed program 
designed to meet the special needs of students who require curricula that are qualitatively different from those available in the regular 
program. Within each grade level program, a student must complete a minimum of eight courses that may include various combinations 
of courses from regular and alternative education programs. Students may receive an Alternative Grade 10, Alternative Grade 11, or 
Alternative Grade 12 standing. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Excellence Doesn’t 
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Functional integrated program  
This program is designed for students with severe multiple or intellectual disabilities who require individual programs. Students do not 
receive credits for individual courses. They receive recognition for completing a functional integrated program that is made up of the 
domains selected by the school division from the options approved by the Department. 
 
General Requirements for Graduation:  

1. All students must successfully complete 24 credits in Grades Ten, Eleven, and Twelve. 

2. All students must successfully complete 8 credits to attain a Grade 10 standing (Level 10). The following classes must be 
included: 

ELA A10, ELA B10, Math10, Science 10, Social Science10, Wellness 10. 

3. All students must successfully complete 8 additional credits to attain a Grade 11 standing (Level 20). The following classes 
must be included: 

ELA20, Math20 

4. All students must successfully complete another 8 credits to attain a Grade 12 standing (Level 30). The following classes must 
be included: 

ELA A30, ELA B30, a science at 20 or 30, a social science at the 20 or 30 level, Canadian Studies 30 (History 30 or 
Native Studies 30). 

All students  must successfully complete a minimum of 5 classes a t the Grade 12 or 30 Level. The following descripti on of 
credit requirements applies to all students.

LANGUAGES 
 

English Language Arts A10:   
The aim of the revised ELA A10 course is to continue to prepare individuals who can adapt language for learning and who 
can express their ideas with fluency and clarity. The course will be language-based and student-centered.  It will have an 
issue-orientation and will provide a framework for interdisciplinary studies. 
 

English Language Arts B10:   
The aim of the revised ELA B10 course is to continue to prepare individuals who can adapt language for learning and who 
can express their ideas with fluency and clarity. The course will be language-based and student-centered.  It will have an 
issue-orientation and will provide a framework for interdisciplinary studies.  
 

English Language Arts A10A:   
This is an enriched course that includes all of the course objectives of ELA A10. Additional coursework enriches the 
course up to a maximum of 50% over and above the objectives of ELA A10. The enrichment of this course is intended to 
support students interested in university ELA courses in future. The course will be language-based and student-centered.  
It will have an issue-orientation and will provide a framework for interdisciplinary studies.  
 

English Language Arts B10A:   
This is an enriched course that includes all of the course objectives of ELA B10. Additional coursework enriches the 
course up to a maximum of 50% over and above the objectives of ELA B10. The enrichment of this course is intended to 
support students interested in university ELA courses in future. The course will be language-based and student-centered.  
It will have an issue-orientation and will provide a framework for interdisciplinary studies.  
 

English Language Arts 20:     Prerequisite:  ELA A1 0 or ELA B10  
English Language Arts 20 advocates a unit approach to instruction whereby students learn about language through 
experiences.  These experiences are reflected upon while studying the following themes: innocence and experience, 
relationships, school, imagination, responsibilities, choices, values and goals.  The focus of the course is learning through 
the speaking, listening, writing, and reading domains.  Teachers are encouraged to be reflective practitioners, guiding the 
individual learning needs. 
 

English Language Arts 20A:  
This is an enriched course that includes all of the course objectives of ELA 20. Additional coursework enriches the course 
up to a maximum of 50% over and above the objectives of ELA 20. The enrichment of this course is intended to support 
students interested in university ELA courses in future. The course will be language-based and student-centered.  It will 
have an issue-orientation and will provide a framework for interdisciplinary studies.  
 

English Language Arts A30:     Prerequisite: ELA 20  
English Language Arts A30 deals with Canadian Literature in poetry, novel, modern play, short story, essay, and non-
fiction form. These selections are accompanied by work in the areas of language, composition, reading, listening, 
speaking and media. 
 

English Language Arts B30:     Prerequisite: ELA 20  
English Language Arts B30 deals with world literature and themes in poetry, novel, play, short story, essay and non-fiction 
form. The class will involve discussions about language, composition, listening, speaking and media from around the 
world. The accompanying composition is designed to support the literature. 
 

English Language Arts A30A (Advanced Placement: University Credit Exam Optiona l in Semester 2):  Prerequisite: ELA 20  
This is an enriched course that includes all of the course objectives of ELA A30. Additional coursework enriches the 
course up to a maximum of 50% over and above the objectives of ELA A30. The enrichment of this course is intended to 
support students interested in university ELA courses in future. English Language Arts A30A deals with Canadian 
Literature in poetry, novel, modern play, short story, essay, and non-fiction form. These selections are accompanied by 
work in the areas of language, composition, reading, listening, speaking and media. 
 

English Language Arts B30A (Advanced Placement: University Credit Exam Optiona l) Prerequisite:  ELA A30A in Semester 1  
This is an enriched course that includes all of the course objectives of ELA B30. Additional coursework enriches the 
course up to a maximum of 50% over and above the objectives of ELA B30. The enrichment of this course is intended to 
support students interested in university ELA courses in future. English Language Arts B30A deals with world literature 
and themes in poetry, novel, play, short story, essay and non-fiction form. The class will involve discussions about 
language, composition, listening, speaking and media from around the world. The accompanying composition is designed 
to support the literature. 
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This course is intended for students who have demonstrated above average interest and ability in previous high school 
English courses. ELA B30A/AP is an enriched version of the high school English B30 course and is an extension of the 
previously described English A30A level of coursework. English B30A/AP students at the enriched and AP levels must 
have been previously enrolled in the English A30A course. ELA B30A/AP students have the option of writing the university 
based AP final exam worth 100% of their university credit grade in May.  
 

Students will be provided with opportunities to explore increased quantities of literature and explore topics at more mature 
levels. ELA B30A/AP students are encouraged to read closely demanding works of prose, and both lyric and dramatic 
poetry, and drama. The students will have the opportunity to write well-structured analysis and arguments about these 
works of literature. Students successfully completing this course receive an “A” designation for this course on their 
Saskatchewan Education Transcript with and the option to complete the AP university examination in May of semester 
two. 
 

English Language Arts A11:  
The two themes of Adventure and Courage, and the Unknown are used to focus the study of literature, as we look 
outward at society. Students develop their skills in listening, speaking, writing, and reading. 
 

English Language Arts B11:  
The themes of Social Tensions and the Environment complete the literature study, as we look outward at 
society. Students continue to develop their writing skills with emphasis on short compositions. 
 

English Language Arts 21:     Prerequisite: ELA A11  or ELA B11  
The main theme of this course is Recollection: A Journey Back.  Students will explore the influences of innocence, 
relationships, school, home and family. Students will continue to develop their skills in listening, speaking, writing, and 
reading. 
 

English Language Arts A31:     Prerequisite: ELA 21  
The focus of ELA A31 is Canadian Literature. Students will continue to develop their skills in listening, speaking, writing, 
and reading. 
 

English Language Arts B31:     Prerequisite: ELA 21  
The themes of Identity and Points of View help students study world literature. Students continue to build upon skills 
learned in listening, speaking, writing, and reading. 
 

English Language Arts A18:  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

English Language Arts B18:  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

English Language Arts 28:     Prerequisite: ELA A18  or ELA B18  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

English Language Arts A38:     Prerequisite: ELA 28  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

English Language Arts B38:     Prerequisite: ELA B2 8 
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

Communication Studies 20:     Prerequisite:  ELA A1 0 or ELA B10  
This course offers students the opportunity to participate in practical and meaningful communication experiences. The 
course will examine effective oral, written and visual communication. There will be a variety of individual and collaborative 
projects that reinforce the development of language. 
 

Creative Writing 20:      Prerequisite: ELA A10 or ELA B10  
Creative Writing 20 is designed to develop and refine students’ creative writing abilities. The students' experiences and 
imaginations, as well as published texts, are used to help develop and refine writing abilities.  The students are 
encouraged to explore their own voices and reflect on and respond critically to their own and their peers' writing.  The 
writing genres included in this course are poetry, fiction, plays, and non-fiction.  
 

Media Studies 20:      Prerequisite:  ELA A10 or EL A B10 
Media Studies 20 is designed to help students better understand the influence and effect the media have on individuals 
and society.  Students will examine, analyze and discuss various media such as magazines, television and video.  Other 
modules include the study of advertising and films.  Evaluation will be based on individual projects and the student’s ability 
in written expression. 
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Journalism 20:       Prerequisite:  ELA A10 or ELA B10 
This course offers the opportunity for students to participate in practical journalism activities such as print, photo, 
television, radio, internet and periodical.  Journalism 20 concludes with a class project such as a news broadcast, 
magazine, or newspaper.  Emphasis is placed on researching, writing, and reporting. 
 

French 10:        
This course introduces grammatical concepts such as the imperative and imperfect verb tenses and the utilization of the 
pronoun objects. 
 

French 20:      Prerequisite: French 10  
This course introduces grammatical concepts such as the future verb tense and the continuation of pronoun objects and 
comparison of adjectives and adverbs. 
 

French 30:      Prerequisite: French 20  
This course is a continuation of the previous grades with an introduction of the subjunctive verb tense. 
 

SCIENCES 
 

Science 10:  
The grade ten science program is designed to increase the scientific literacy of the student by emphasizing the 
relationship between science, society, the environment and technology. The course deals primarily with the chemical 
aspects of matter, a study of the environment and the functions of the living cell. Each student is expected to complete a 
minimum of one project. 
 

Biology 20:      Prerequisite: Science 10  
This is a study of basic ecology, types of organisms and where they live. The course involves experimentation, 
investigations and discussion of environmental concerns. Early life and a variety of theories are explored. Students study 
the manner in which life is classified and focus on the botany found in Saskatchewan. Students will have the opportunity 
to complete various dissections. Although Biology 20 is not a prerequisite for Biology 30, it is highly recommended as it 
prepares students and lays the foundation for greater success. 
 

Biology 30:      Prerequisite: Science 10  
This is a detailed study of life including chemical aspects. Emphasis is on body systems of all major divisions of animals, 
including man. Genetics, hereditary disorders and evolution are key components. Students will have the opportunity to 
complete various dissections. Although Biology 20 is not a prerequisite for Biology 30, it is highly recommended as it 
prepares students and lays the foundation for greater success. Students taking Biology 30 without Biology 20 must meet 
with a Biology 30 teacher before enrolling. 
 

Chemistry 20:       Prerequisite: Science 10  
Chemistry 20 begins with a review of some mathematical principles that are essential to chemistry. The focus then shifts 
from the definition and history of chemistry to the building blocks which include atoms, elements, molecules, and 
compounds. With these basic concepts and an understanding of the periodic table students learn about the mole and 
chemical reactions. Finally, the course looks at quantitative data derived from chemical reactions. Optional units include 
organic chemistry and behaviour of gases.  
 

Chemistry 30:      Prerequisite: Chemistry 20  
Chemistry 30 starts where Chemistry 20 finished with numerical analysis. The question "how much", "how long", and "how 
many" are given considerable consideration in each of the various topics. These topics include solubility, energy changes, 
equilibrium, acids and bases, oxidation and reduction, and reaction kinetics. There will be emphasis on lab work and 
independent research (such as the science fair project). 
 

Computer Science 20:  
This course is designed with a problem solving focus. Students will learn to solve problems with computer programming 
using the tools of the programming languages C and Python. Topics include: input/output operations, flow control 
statements, looping, arrays, functions, and file input/output. Successful completion of Math 20 is strongly recommended.  
 

Computer Science 30:      Prerequisite:  Computer Science 20  
This course continues CS20’s problem solving focus. Students utilize C++ and Java programming languages to solve the 
problems assigned. Topics include input/output operations, flow control statements, looping, arrays, functions, and file 
input/output, as well as object-orientated programming. 
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Physics 20:      Prerequisite: Science 10  
This course is an introduction to physics through a detailed study of waves - sound and light. There is also an in depth 
study of heat and thermodynamics. Emphasis is on mathematical relationships and problem solving. Functions and 
scaling concepts are also examined. 
 

Physics 30:      Prerequisite: Physics 20 or Math A 30 
This course is an in depth study of motion, energy, work, and force through the use of mathematics, graphing and 
modelling. Electricity and nuclear physics make up the second section of this course. Students taking Physics 30 without 
taking Physics 20 must meet with a Physics 30 teacher or the Academic Counsellor. 
 

Science 11:  
The science program is designed to increase the scientific literacy of students by exploring the relationship between 
science, society, the environment and technology. Topics covered are similar to those studied in Science 10 but there is 
less emphasis on abstract concepts and the use of mathematics. 
 

Science 21:    Prerequisite: Students must also com plete Science 10 or 11 to take 21 
This course looks at the basic units of the three main science subjects at the 20 levels. The course has three main units:  
Ecological Organization, Light, and Atoms and Elements. An emphasis is placed on active involvement and assignments. 
 

Science 18:  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

Science 28:                                      Pr erequisite: None but students must also complete Sc ience 18 
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

SOCIAL SCIENCES 
 

History 10:  
The goal of grade ten history is to help students understand the basic organizations of industrialized, democratic 
societies. The history program uses the past to show students how fundamental social organizations developed in the late 
eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. The knowledge, skills and values developed in history help students to know and 
appreciate the past, to understand the present and to influence the future. Therefore, history in the school setting has a 
unique responsibility for providing students with the opportunity to acquire knowledge, skills and values to function 
effectively within their local and national society which is enmeshed in an interdependent world. 
 

History 20:              Prerequisite:  History 10 / Native Studies 10  
The aim of Grade 11 history is to help students understand the fundamental movements of Europe in the twentieth 
century, and Europe's influence on the rise of the Global Village.  The knowledge, skills, and values developed in History 
20 help students to have insights into where we have been, where we are at, and where we could be going. 
 

History 30: Canadian Studies                            Prerequisite:  History 10 
Canadian Studies 30 has been designed to familiarize the student with Canadian History, focusing on 
Relationships; Peoples and Paradigms; The Nineteenth Century; The Road to Democracy; External Forces and Domestic 
Realities; The Forces of Nationalism and Challenges and Opportunities. In each unit of study, Canadian historical events 
are introduced and examined. Ultimately, connections are established to identify the relationships between Canadian 
history and contemporary Canadian realities. 
 

Law 30:  
This program is designed to familiarize the student with some of the basic principles of law, with special emphasis on 
those that are significant in our personal and business lives. Topics could include the law and government, civil rights, the 
lawbreaker and the criminal justice system, relationships and civil courts, human rights, contracts, family law, consumer 
law and, working and the law. Community services and personnel are utilized to reinforce the legal components where 
applicable. 
 

Native Studies 10: 
The aim of Native Studies 10 is to help all students develop their knowledge, positive attitudes and cultural understanding 
about First Nations, Métis and Inuit people. All students will benefit from a historically accurate study of Aboriginal people. 
To accomplish this, we cover the following units of study: Identity and World View, Community and Kinship, Governance 
and Economies. 
 
Native Studies 20:             Prerequisite:  Histo ry 10 / Native Studies 10  
The Native Studies 20 program is organized around five major themes: 
1. First Nations life and how treaties and contact with European society has affected modern life. 
2. How First Nations people govern their people – historically and in modern society. 
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3. How Treaties affect today’s society. Treaty implications for employment, land claims economic development, 
health and education issues. 

4. Traditional First Nations views on government, social structure and community. 
5. The future direction for First Nations People in Canada. This will include issues related to justice and self-

government. 
 

Native Studies 30: Canadian Studies                   Prerequisite: History 10  
The Native Studies 30 program is organized around five major areas: 

1. Aboriginal and Treaty Rights – This section deals with diversity in native culture and influence of the world on their 
day-to day life. 

2. Governance – Aboriginal nations were self-governing and independent before colonization. This section will deal 
with The Indian Act, history of political systems and a model for self-government. 

3. Land Claims and Treaty Land Entitlements – This section will examine the treaties signed in the 1700 and 1800’s. 
We will look at present day claims and how/why they exist today. 

4. Economic Development – This section will examine the traditional native relationship with their environment. We 
will examine how land claims affect environment and economic development. 

5. Social Development – We will examine historical social structures and how they have changed in modern times. 
This section will look at health issues, justice and education.  

 

Psychology 20:  
Psychology 20 is the study of human behaviour and mental processes in a social context. It is a course designed to guide 
students to a better understanding of themselves as individuals in their own right, and as a part of the larger social context 
of their families, friends, and citizens of their country in a global community. Course Units: 

1. What is social psychology? 
2. Who am I? 
3. How do we make sense of the world? 
4. How do we interact in a social world? 

 

Psychology 30:  
The focus of this course is on human development. Developmental psychology is the field of psychology concerned with 
development across the lifespan. Students will learn about human growth and changes in behaviour associated with age, 
including various stages of development from infancy through childhood, adolescence, adulthood and old age. As well, 
students will learn how psychological studies are conducted, and engage in studies of their own. 
 

History 31:       Prerequisite: Social Studies 11  
This course will develop student understanding, awareness and appreciation of Canada's geography, native heritage, 
cultural diversity and identity, politics, foreign affairs, current economic issues and current affairs. 
 

Social Studies 11:  
The goal of Social Studies 11 is to help students understand the basic organization of an industrialized, democratic 
society in the Canadian context. Political organizations, economic decision-making, social organizations and 
international/national political relationships of Canada will be studied. 
 

Social Studies 21:      Prerequisite: Social Studie s 11 
This course deals with world history from 1871 to the present. It covers European wars and conflict, and how they affected 
Canada. It examines different types of government, and how they affect the people under their control. The final section 
looks at Canada's international relations and its role in the United Nations. 
 

Social Studies 18:  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

Social Studies 28:      Prerequisite: Social Studie s 18 
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

Social Studies 38:      Prerequisite: Social Studie s 18 
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled and approved by the Ministry of Education.

A Parent's Guide to the Renewed Secondary Mathemati cs Program (Grades 10-12) 
 

Why are the secondary level mathematics courses cha nging? 
�  Extensive research indicates that the current mathematics program is not effectively meeting the needs of all students. 
�  The new math program is based on collaborative efforts of the seven western and northern Canadian jurisdictions 

(Western and Northern Canadian Protocol).  The mathematics courses will be consistent among these jurisdictions (BC, 
AB, SK, MB, NWT, YK, NU). 

�  The new programs will reflect current research and best practices. 
 

What is new in the new Mathematics program? 
�  Courses and pathways are defined by the mathematics that business, industry, and post-secondary institutes indicated 

that students need. 
�  Courses are based upon interest and need rather than perceived ability. 
�  Targeting student future pursuits and interests increases student learning and understanding. 
�  All courses and pathways expect the same level of rigour and deep understanding.

·  The renewed secondary mathematics program, based on the Western and Northern Canadian Protocol, 
consists of eight courses in three pathways as outlined above.  Each course is one credit (100 hours), 
consistent with all secondary level courses in Saskatchewan. 

 

·  Calculus 30 is not on the diagram because it is not part of the Western and Northern Canadian Protocol 
but will continue to be offered in Saskatchewan, and could be taken after Pre-Calculus 30. 

 

·  Provincial exams (departmentals) will be prepared for Workplace and Apprenticeship 30, Pre-Calculus 30, 
and Foundations of Mathematics 30. 

 

·  Graduation requirement for mathematics will be any 20 level course. 
 

When will the new courses be implemented? 
·  The new 10 level (Grade 10) courses will be impleme nted in the 2010-2011 school year. 
·  The new 20 level (Grade 11) courses will be impleme nted in the 2011-2012 school year. 
·  The new 30 level (Grade 12)courses will be implemen ted in the 2012-2013 school year.

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Can a student take more than one pathway for credit ?    
YES!  In fact, we recommend that most students enrol in both Grade 10 math courses, and students may choose to 
complete courses in any or all of the pathways.  
 

Are there pre-requisites for any of the courses? 
Each course at the 20 and 30 level has the pre-requisite of all previous courses in that pathway.  
 

Can a student change pathways? 
Yes, but they need to have the prerequisite pathway courses.  Because the content of courses in each pathway is unique, 
a course from one pathway will not provide the background knowledge necessary to be successful in another pathway. 
 

About the Pathways 
Workplace and Apprenticeship  

·  Content in this pathway was chosen to meet the needs of students intending to pursue careers in the trades and 
general workplaces.   

·  Students who enjoy hands-on work would be well-suited for this pathway. 
·  30% to 40% of all Grade 12 graduates are entering fields for which the mathematics in this pathway is appropriate. 

Pre-Calculus  
·  Content in this pathway was chosen to meet the needs of students interested in pursuing careers in science-related 

areas.  
·  10% to 20% of all Grade 12 graduates are entering fields for which the mathematics in this pathway is appropriate. 
 

Foundations of Mathematics  
·  Content in this pathway was chosen to meet the needs of students intending to pursue careers in areas that 

typically require university, but are not math intensive, such as the humanities, fine arts, social sciences, and 
nursing.   

·  40% to 60% of all Grade 12 graduates are entering fields for which the mathematics in this pathway is appropriate. 
 

 
 

Workplace & Apprenticeship Mathematics 10 
·  Content in this pathway was chosen to meet the needs of students intending to pursue careers in the trades and 

general workplaces.   
·  Students who enjoy hands-on work would be well-suited for this pathway. 
·  30% to 40% of all Grade 12 graduates are entering fields for which the mathematics in this pathway is appropriate. 

 

Foundations of Mathematics & Pre-calculus 10 
·  Content in this pathway was chosen to meet the needs of students interested in pursuing careers in science-related 

areas.  
·  10% to 20% of all Grade 12 graduates are entering fields for which the mathematics in this pathway is appropriate. 

  
Mathematics 20 (2010-2011 last year for this course ):  Prerequisite: Mathematics 10  
Students who are intent on post secondary education are encouraged to take this course in their grade ten 
year. Mathematics 20 continues with the integrated approach to the study of mathematics. "Real-life" applications include 
the study of credit, loans, income, taxes and insurance. The algebraic component is more rigorous than that found in Math 
10. Topics covered include:  irrational numbers, polynomials and rational expressions, quadratic functions and solving 
quadratic equations. In geometry, areas of study include constructions, similarity, circles, areas and volume. Here the idea 
of proof is also addressed. This class is intended for those students wishing to continue their study of mathematics at a 
higher level in grade twelve. 
 

Mathematics A30 (2011-2012 last year for this cours e): Prerequisite: Mathematics 20  
Students who are intent on post secondary education are encouraged to take this course in their grade eleven year.  
Mathematics A30 continues with the integrated approach to the study of mathematics. Topics covered include:  
Permutations and Combinations, Date Analysis, Polynomials and Rational Expressions, Exponents and Radicals, 
Relations and Functions, Systems of Linear Equations, Angles and Polygons. 
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Mathematics B30 (2011-2012 last year for this cours e): Prerequisite: Mathematics A30  
Students who are intent on post secondary education are encouraged to take this course in their grade eleven year.  
Mathematics B30 continues with the integrated approach to the study of mathematics. Topics covered include:  
Probability, Data Analysis, Matrices, Complex Numbers, Quadratic Equations, Polynomial and Rational Functions, 
Exponential and Logarithmic Functions. 
 

Mathematics C30 (2011-2012 last year for this cours e): Prerequisite: Mathematics B30  
This course is intended for those students who wish to continue their studies in the field of mathematics or science at a 
post-secondary level. Any student wishing to enrol in Calculus 30 must take this class. Topics covered include: 
Mathematical Proof, Conic Sections, Circular Functions, Applications of Trigonometry, Trigonometric Identities and 
Trigonometric Equations. 
 

Calculus 30 (2011-2012 last year for this course):  Prerequisite: Mathematics C30  
Mathematics C30 can be taken concurrently with Calculus 30. This course is directed to students who intend to pursue 
mathematics or sciences at a post secondary institution. The course includes an in depth study of limits, derivatives, and 
integration, as well as practical applications of derivatives and integration. This course is strongly recommended for any 
students who plan to attend university.   
 

Calculus 30 Advanced Placement (Enriched High School Credit)   Prerequisite: Mathematics C30 
This course moves at a quicker pace than Calculus 30. It includes a similar look at limits and derivatives but there is more 
emphasis on application. Calculus 30 AP also includes a more in depth look at anti-derivatives and integration. Indefinite 
integrals are evaluated using a general power rule and substitution. Basic differential equations are solved using both of 
these methods. Definite integrals are included with applications such as the area under and between curves and the 
average value of a function. Students successfully completing this course receive extra status on their Saskatchewan 
Education Transcript with an AP designation description for this course. Students interested in accessing this course 
must meet with Career Guidance counselor regarding the demands of the course prior to enrolling in thi s course.  
 

Advanced Placement (University Credit) Calculus AP    Prerequisite: Advanced Placement Calculus 30  
Advanced Placement Calculus AP should be thought of as an extension of the Calculus 30 AP course. This class is 
intended for those students who wish to obtain a 1st year level university Calculus class in their high school career. Both 
classes require similar depth and level of understanding and are intended to be both challenging and 
demanding. Advanced Placement Calculus AB is concerned with developing the students’ understanding of the concepts 
of calculus and providing experience with its methods and applications. The course emphasizes a multi-representational 
approach to calculus, with concepts, results, and problems being expressed graphically, numerically, analytically, and 
verbally. The use of technology should be used regularly by students to reinforce the relationships among the multiple 
representations of functions, to confirm written work, to implement experimentation and to assist in interpreting 
results. Purchasing a graphing calculator is highly recommended. This class is intended for those students who are highly 
motivated to study mathematics at a university level and who have exhibited excellent standing in their high school 
mathematics classes. All participating students write a comprehensive ex amination in the month of May.  Any 
student receiving a mark of 80% or higher will receive a university credit recognized at most post-secondary institutions 
across Canada and the United States. Students interested in accessing this course must m eet with Career 
Guidance counselor regarding the demands of the cou rse prior to enrolling in this course.  
 

Mathematics 11:  
This course is designed for students experiencing difficulties in mathematics. Individualized instruction is provided to 
enable the student to master basic mathematical skills. Topics studied will concentrate on practical applications of these 
skills. There will be an emphasis placed on Consumer Math. 
 

Mathematics 21:      Prerequisite: Any Grade Ten Ma thematics Course 
This course is a continuation of Modified Mathematics 11. Additional practical applications of basic skills will be studied. 
There will be a continued emphasis placed on Consumer Math. 
 

Mathematics 18:  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled, and approved by the Ministry of Education. 
 

Mathematics 28:      Prerequisite: Any Grade Ten Ma thematics Course  
This course is designed specifically for individual students enrolled, and approved by the Ministry of Education.

PRACTICAL AND APPLIED ARTS 
 

Practical and Applied Arts courses are offered in t wo ways at Greenall:  Pure Course or a PAA Survey Course A10, 
A20, A30.  
 

A pure course  at the Secondary Level is a course where core (compulsory) modules are taught, and optional modules 
are selected from a PAA curriculum at one grade level to total 100 hours. Pure PAA curriculum guidelines vary from one 
to five credits (100-500 hours). Each 100 hours represents 1.0 credit. 
 

A survey course  is a configuration of recommended modules from a minimum of 3 Pure PAA strands to create a 
Secondary Level course to total 100 instructional hours (1 credit). Students select their desired course strands based on 
grade level and course offerings. 
 

Pure PAA modules available at Greenall include:  Construction/Carpentry 10,20,30; Welding 10,20,30; Drafting 
10,20,30; Electrical/Electronics 10,20,30.  
 

Accounting 10:  
The Accounting 10 course is designed to introduce students to the domain of financial accounting. Students will study 
basic accounting principles such as the accounting equation and its relationship to T-accounts and the introductory 
balance sheet. This information is transferred to the accounting cycle of a service firm where students study such topics 
as source documents, general journals, combination journals, and ledgers, work sheets, financial statements, adjusting 
and closing entries, as well as the post closing trial balance. The course concludes with an accounting simulation and 
comprehensive examination. 
 

Accounting 20:      Prerequisite: Accounting 10  
This course will include a general review of the accounting cycles of a service industry as well as a merchandising 
business. Emphasis will be given to payroll systems, the accounting cycle using special journals, accounting for sales tax, 
bad debts and depreciation, accounting for notes, accrued revenue and accrued expenses, and partnerships and 
corporations. 
 

Accounting 30:      Prerequisite: Accounting 20  
The Accounting 30 course will be offering a computerized module using the Simply Accounting software program where 
students will complete the accounting cycle for both a service base and merchandising business. The second major unit 
of study looks at the various aspects of managerial accounting where students look at manufacturing operations, cost 
accounting systems, cost-volume-profit analysis, and, budgeting and standard costs. Other units of study include filing 
income tax returns and performing financial statement analysis. 
 

Career Work Exploration 10/20:                
2 credits  
In class:   80  hours 
At work: 120  hours  
This two credit class offers students an opportunity to access career development information in class and at job 
placements. Students are introduced to career development, interacting with a variety of self-awareness activities, as well 
as gain valuable experiences at their job placement. 
 

Career Work Exploration A30 & B30: (2 credits):  
Career Work Exploration A30, B30 maximizes opportunities for students to access the work world providing 160 hours of 
workplace training. The 40 hour in class component is designed to enhance career awareness, safety issues in the 
workplace and career building strategies. 
 

Clothing, Textiles and Fashion 10 & 30: 
Clothing, Textiles, and Fashion curriculum guide is designed to create awareness of the role of clothing, textiles, and 
fashion in our daily lives. Modules are developed for the student who has the desire to learn to sew and/ or design 
clothing and textile products. Modules will provide the student with the opportunity for achievement and success through a 
combination of theory and practical experiences within the school and/ or workplace. With the trend toward self-
employment and small business, the knowledge and skills acquired can be transferred into the world of work. 
 

Computer Aided Design 20:  
This course provides students with opportunities to acquire introductory knowledge and skills in Computer Aided-Design 
using the software package AutoCAD LT. The students develop two long-term AutoCAD projects as well as various 
assigned daily AutoCAD activities. 
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Computer Aided Design 30:                     Prere quisite:  Drafting & Computer Aided Design 20  
This new course extends and enriches the skills and knowledge gained in Drafting and Computer Aided Design 10. The 
class will utilize a three dimensional mechanical design software series titled “Inventor” to design various real-life 
examples of working, mechanical objects. “Inventor” is a high-performance mechanical design tool that helps mechanical 
designers and engineers reduce design time and develop better products. 
 

Commercial Cooking 10: 
The Commercial Cooking courses are designed to create an awareness of and to develop entry level food preparation 
skills for the food service industry. The food service industry is one of the largest employers in Canada. These courses 
are designed to give students the skills and practical experiences necessary to enter the cook trade or food service 
industry with confidence. The study of food and cooking methods is essential to the cooking trade; therefore, lessons for 
students in cooking theory reinforce practical exercises. Students are also introduced to standards of professionalism that 
include the elements of personal hygiene and the qualities of good workers.  
 

Communication Production Technology 20:  
This develops knowledge, skills, and abilities in audio, video, and multimedia production technologies. Throughout the 
course, students will participate in hands-on production-oriented activities, labs, and projects. Students will also engage in 
research and use industry specific terminology. Wherever possible, students will be learning concepts, vocabulary and 
skills within the context of an actual production experience. The course will encourage students to work as a contributing 
member of a production team, engaged in processes commonly used within the communication production industry.   
 

Entrepreneurship 30:  
The Entrepreneurship 30 course is designed to provide students with hands on experience in starting and operating their 
own business. Students will be required to raise their own start-up capital and will run a business in a school. Students will 
receive all of the profits or incur all of the loss thus posing a degree of risk for all participants. Topics of study include 
analyzing business opportunities and plans, market research and evaluation, constitution and executive design, revenue 
and expense projections, public relations, management strategies, advertising techniques (including web page design) 
and business plan development. Entrepreneurship is designed for students who have a desire to be self-employed.  
Students need to be innovative and capable of taking initiative independently. 
 

Food Studies 10:  
This course is a combination of approximately 65% theory and 35% practical food experiences. Its aim is to develop an 
understanding of food and nutrition principles, the importance of making healthy choices, development of self-reliance, 
independence and positive social skills as well as to learn practical food preparation skills that students will continue to 
use throughout their daily living.  
 

Food Studies 30:  
Food Studies is a curriculum designed to teach about foods and nutrition. The mission is both educational and preventive. 
The skills and knowledge taught in this curriculum will increase resourcefulness of students and help them to develop self-
reliance and independence. The curriculum is also designed to provide opportunity for achievement and success at 
projects and activities that in turn builds self-image and increases self-confidence. The curriculum ideas and learning 
objectives develop skills necessary for life. 
 

Information Processing 10:  
The Information Processing 10 course is designed to provide students with exposure to a vast array of technology that is 
applicable to the modern workplace. Topics include word processing, spreadsheet, and database applications. In addition, 
students will learn the basics of digital photography and how to manipulate digital images. The final unit of study is an 
exciting one that has students walk through the production stages as they plan, film and edit their own video productions 
 

Information Processing 20:     Prerequisite:  Infor mation Processing 10  
This course is a continuation of the main concepts in Information Processing 10. These topics include advanced word 
processing features, advanced spreadsheet techniques, integrating data between Word and Excel, Relational Database 
Reports and Advanced Database Techniques, and Integrating Data between Access, Word, and Excel. Other topics 
include Computer-Aided Graphics and Design, Ergonomics and Internet Website Evaluation.  
 

Information Processing 30:     Prerequisite:  Infor mation Processing 20  
The Information Processing 30 course is designed to aid students in obtaining a high level of skill in the areas of digital 
photography, desktop publishing, animating and web page design. Students will learn to incorporate their knowledge of 
digital photography, digital image, manipulation, and animation to create sophisticated and interactive web pages using 
HTML, JavaScript and Macromedia Flash. This newly revamped course will provide students with the opportunity to use 
cutting edge software to create exciting and interactive multimedia while giving them the chance to obtain many 
marketable computer skills. 
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Interior Design 30:  
Interior Design allows students to gain an appreciation of the design fundamentals that form the foundation by which all 
design is judged. Learning how to manipulate and apply the tools of design in a variety of situations in the home is a major 
focus throughout the course of study. Interior design components and treatments are examined as they apply to design 
interiors in residential and commercial buildings. Walls, ceilings, floors, windows, doors, furniture, and accessories are 
discussed in relation to application principles and construction studied in the course. Decorating trends from the past to 
today are discussed in relation to availability, use, selection, and practicality of materials as students seek to evaluate 
what is good design. 
 

Life Transitions 20 and 30:  
Students face many transitions as they grow from the dependent stage of life as a high school student to the independent 
stage of life as a responsible contributing member of society. Life Transitions is designed to help students manage those 
transitions. These courses are designed to prepare students for the changes they will face in their personal life, their 
family life, their work life, and their life as a community member. Throughout these two courses, students practice making 
decisions. They don't just talk about decisions or the process of decision-making.  The course is actually taught and 
learned through a decision-making process. 
 

Life Transitions 20:  
Involves an orientation to the processes of the course, personal self-knowledge, relationships, time management, and 
career self-knowledge. Optional modules may include life balance, community issues and ethics, career supports and 
services, and human sexuality. 
 

Life Transitions 30:  
Involves life roles, health self-care, and conflict in relationships, money management, and career planning. Optional 
modules may include independent living, parenting, job search, and sexual and reproductive health. 
 

Outdoor School 20:  
As an Outdoor School participant you are immersed in the outdoors as you complete 5 regular academic classes. You will 
participate in a major expedition or trek every three to four weeks as you travel throughout Saskatchewan. In the Outdoor 
School the outdoors becomes your classroom. If connecting with nature through adventure and completing a grade 11 
semester at the same time sounds like fun to you then the Outdoor School may be exactly what you need. Students who 
participate in the course will also obtain CRCA canoeing certification and First Aid / CPR certification. 
 

The outdoor school provides an opportunity for students to complete all of the academic requirements for a regular Grade 
11 semester. Course offerings include: • English Language Arts 20   • Physical Education 20   • Wildlife Management 30   
• Native Studies 20 • Biology 20 
 

Courses will be delivered utilizing a hands-on approach that incorporates an array of authentic outdoor experiences. 
Adventures and activities will include: • Wilderness Canoeing   • Urban Trekking (Wall Climbing, Museum / Historic Visits) 
• Winter Camping   • Hiking   • Cycling   • Cross Country Skiing   • Snowshoeing 
 

Photography 10 (Pure Course):  
Every day student’s are bombarded by photographic images. Students enrolled in Photography 10 will have the 
opportunity to learn about the evolution of photography from pin hole to digital cameras, experiment with equipment and 
materials used to produce still photographs, and develop a critical awareness of good photographic techniques. The 
students will learn how to use Photoshop to manipulate their images into projects.  The aim of the Photography 10 is to 
provide students with opportunities to acquire knowledge and develop skills in Photography and digital manipulation. 
 

Photography 20: 
Students will further develop their understanding of photography through creating their own cameras to working with SLR 
digital cameras.  Through activities, students will experiment with studio to outside projects, and sports to portraiture 
images.  The students will experiment with retouching, hand colouring, scanning and design of their photo images.  They 
will explore a variety of presentation formats that photographers use to display work.  The aim of the Photography 20 is to 
provide students with opportunities to continue to acquire knowledge and develop skills in Photography and digital 
manipulation. 
 

Photography 30: 
Students will continue to build their skills in photography and digital manipulation.  They will be involved in in-depth studies 
of different styles of Photography and digital manipulation.  The final projects will involve independent Photography 
studies of interest.   
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Robotics 20L (tentative – pending Ministry of Educa tion course approval) 
The Robotics 20L course is designed to explore the past, current and future use of Robotics technology in industry and 
everyday use.  The students will receive a comprehensive overview of robotic systems and the subsystems that comprise 
them, will learn basic programming and will build self designed robots. 
 

Wildlife Management 20: 
The aim of Wildlife Management 20 is to provide students with the opportunity to examine beliefs and attitudes related to 
wildlife, and to develop the knowledge and skills that allow an examination of the many occupations in the field of wildlife 
management.  The Wildlife Management course will provide an examination of wildlife and aquatic life in Saskatchewan 
and incorporate hands-on learning experiences.  This course is designed for the outdoor enthusiast.  Whether you are a 
hunter, fisherman, or if you simply enjoy the majesty of nature, this course may be for you. 
 

FINE ARTS 
 

Dance 10: 
Students will learn specific dances, including social, cultural, and choreographed dances. They will create dances in order 
to express personal ideas and feelings. Students will develop their dance techniques and their spatial and kinesthetic 
awareness (the internal feelings of the body's muscles and joints). They will study dance artists, dances, and the role of 
dance in cultures and societies, past and present examine the roles of dance in their own communities and daily lives.  
 

Drama 10:  
Students participating in Drama 10, 20 and 30 will:  

·  acquire increased knowledge and understanding of others, themselves and the world around them  
·  develop self-confidence, self-discipline and self-motivation  
·  acquire understandings and abilities in group processes  
·  develop an understanding of the processes and elements involved in creating works of dramatic art  
·  develop acting skills  
·  exercise critical thought and support opinions when responding to dramatic presentations  
·  understand the role of drama in various cultures, past and present.  

 
The following areas will be covered in Drama 10:  orientation, improvisation, mime, design, script work, original script 
work, production. 
 

Drama 20:                                                                
Drama 20 will build on the skills introduced and developed in Drama 10.  Students will be involved in exercises to further 
develop concentration, imagination and self awareness. The purpose for this course is to improve the skills in areas such 
as improvisation, speech, movement, and expression. The student will also be able to understand the basics in set 
design, make up and script writing. Students taking Drama 20 without Drama 10 must meet with the Drama 20 teacher or 
the Academic Counsellor before enrolling. 
 

Drama 30:                                                                 
Drama 30 will use skills introduced and developed in Drama 20. Students will be expected to demonstrate skills in 
concentration, imagination and self awareness. Students will also discover theatre history and the basics of technical 
theatre. Technical theatre includes script writing, directing and management. Students taking Drama 30 without Drama 10 
must meet with the Drama 20 teacher or the Academic Counsellor before enrolling. 
 

Visual Art 10:  
Art 10 is an intense study of the art elements. The course will provide 100 hours of instruction that look into a number of 
new and challenging mediums. Some areas to be covered are:  painting (acrylic on canvas), pottery, silk screening, pen 
and ink and watercolour. The course also provides students the opportunity to express ideas, and feelings through the 
use of visual art. 
 

Visual Art 20:                                                          
Art 20 is a program that is designed for individuals who have a high interest in Visual Art. The course is set up to 
challenge and further educate students in the use of art elements, mediums, and various visual problem solving. Students 
taking Visual Art 20 without Visual Art 10 must meet with the Visual Art 20 teacher or the Academic Counsellor before 
enrolling. 
 

Visual Art 30:                                                          
The Art 30 program is designed for students who are interested in Visual Art. The class will require students to be able to 
work in a variety of media as well as a basic understanding of Art theories/concepts, and problem solving. Students taking 
Visual Art 30 without Visual Art 20 must meet with the Visual Art 30 teacher or the Academic Counsellor before enrolling. 
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Band 10, 20, 30: 
The Band Program will help students to develop competencies and to strive for excellence, within the limits of their 
individual capabilities, in the following areas: 
 
Playing:    To discover, develop, and evaluate their talents and abilities relative to playing a musical instrument. 
Listening:   To develop the ability to make aesthetic judgments based on critical listening and analysis of music. 
Reading:   To interpret rhythm, melody, harmony, form, and expression as they appear in musical notation. 
Creating:   To develop an additional avenue of self-expression by composing, improvising, and interpreting music. 
Valuing:   To make students aware of the implications of music in our society with respect to music careers; its vocational and leisure uses; 

and to grow in the appreciation, understanding, and enjoyment of music as a source of personal fulfilment. 
 

There is no prerequisite for Band 10, but it is assumed the student will be able to play a band instrument. Any students 
wishing to take Band 20 or Band 30 without prior ba nd classes must meet with the band teacher before e nrolling.  
Choir 10, 20, 30. 
 

These courses explore music theory, history, and style through the analysis, rehearsal, and performance of a variety of 
choral music. Scheduling arrangements will depend on the extent of student interest, and will be held during the noon 
hour. Any students wishing to take Choir 20 or Choir 30 without prior choir classes must meet with the choir teacher 
before enrolling. 
 

Jazz Band 10: 
This class will be geared toward increasing the student’s knowledge of jazz music.  Units will include: improvisation, 
theory, history (styles and performers), performance practice, composition and instrumental techniques.  Students will 
need to have an ability and desire to learn to get better on their instrument and to know more about its history.  Class will 
be Monday 3:40 – 5:00 and Thursday 7:30 – 8:40. 
 

WELLNESS / PHYSICAL EDUCATION  
 

Wellness 10:  
Wellness 10 attempts to help adolescents become healthy, physically fit, responsible, self-directed, contributing members 
of society. Students are taken through three levels in the teaching-learning process, from knowledge acquisition, to 
decision-making, to action planning. The course is designed to have students investigate six components of wellness - 
physical activity, stress management, physical fitness, leisure, relationships, and healthy eating - and how these 
components relate directly to them as individuals. 
 

Physical Education 20 and 30:      
The overall aim of the Physical Education 20/30 courses is lifelong participation through the development of concept-
based skills, positive attitudes, and a lifestyle oriented to overall well-being. The foundational objectives of physical fitness 
and motor skill development are met through involvement in a number of areas: Aquatics, Developmental Games & 
Sports, Fitness, Outdoor Pursuits, Rhythmic Dance.
